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TONBRIDGE & WEST KENT – TRI-GOLF FESTIVAL
Tri-Golf is a ‘mini’ version of golf designed specifically for young children in primary and junior schools back in 2000. Tri Golf has made it possible for golf to be taken into almost any environment and has reached young people who would not normally have considered golf as an option.
The Tri-Golf Festivals have proved to be extremely popular with young players in schools and an increasing amount of work is now being done to strengthen the link between schools and local community golf clubs to improve player pathways.
Similarly to in 2008, Tri-Golf will again this year be part of the Kent School Games. School Sports Partnerships across the County will all be delivering local festivals this year with all winners automatically qualifying for the Kent School Games Finals in Canterbury, in July 2010. 

Festival Format

· All equipment will be provided on the day.
· Each team should comprise 5 boys and 5 girls.
· Teams will remain together during the festival and rotate around up to 13 different activity stations delivered by trained Sports Leaders. 
· All teams will compete in a variety of different activities based over 10 stations. 
· These activities mirror those that will be run at the Kent School Games Finals and include putting, chipping and hitting stations.
· Each team will have the same amount of time at each station.

· Teams will score points on each station. These scores will then be added together to give an overall team score.
· There is limited parking on the school site so parents may have to park on the roads around the school.

· Spectators are welcome but no outside shoes can be worn in the Sports Hall.
